  “In this world here below, as in the Church, there are shadows, nights, especially 

heavy in the time of schisms and division, even between the ministers of religion 

during the time of heresies, of hidden and open persecutions in incredulous times 

which produce all the sins that we find in our century.  O horrible night!  The just 

hardly see the light!  Where is our Spouse?  Has he abandoned his spouse?  (LMB – 

Canticle of Canticles no. 16)
